Situated on the
northern bank of the Welland,
Stamford is an elegant
Georgian town built in the
local mellow limestone, which
rose to prosperity based on
wool and its position roughly
halfway between York and
London on the Great North
Road (modern-day A1l).
Leaving the town centre, you
cross the Welland to enter the
parkland of one of England’s
finest Elizabethan mansions

- Burghley House. With a
sweeping outlook across the
spires of Stamford, you later
track the route of the AT’s
Roman forerunner - Ermine
Street - across the estate’s

deer park to the village of
Barnack. Here you'll find the
Barnack Hills and Holes
National Nature Reserve,
which apart from providing
another en route distraction
also offers a handy alternative
start point. The return leg runs
between the River Welland
and the disused Welland Canal
with distant views of Burghley
House back to Stamford.

Exit car park L onto Wharf
Road, turn immediate L along
Albert Road and go over River
Welland footbridge. Walk L and
follow road around to R. Cross
T-junction with B1443 to enter
Burghley Park and branch R
at fork to soon pass Princess
Diana Memorial Garden. Track
